President Ludwig announced, this is a public hearing for the proposed property tax increase which
is required for compliance for the Truth in Taxation Law. The amount to be levied for 2025 is
estimated to be more than 105% of the previous year’s levy extension.

In compliance with truth in taxation regulations, Director Ramirez explained the reason for the
public hearing is to provide an opportunity for the public and commissioners to give comment on
the estimated tax increase. The tax levy estimated increase is 5.42% over 2024. The reason for the
increase is to capture any growth in the area to pay expenses related to providing recreational
opportunities for the Lombard community.
